We (Steve Morse, |, and our volunteers)
have produced such tools to help genealogists successfully search this census. It took
us about 8 years to accomplish that task with our 69 volunteers. The National Archives
also has put online 1950 enumeration district maps and will have a fully functional
1950 website on April 1%, 2022.
