Hope you're doing well.

So, here’s the thing.

It's not 22 chromosomes.

**|t's really 44 chromosomes.**

What you're showing in your screen shot, is how 2 matches match to the **tester.**

Blue could be matching on one parent's Chromosome 10, and Green could be
matching on the **other parent’s** Chromosome 10.

Everyone has a separate set of Chromosome 1 - Chromosome 22 from their mother,
**and everyone also has another separate set of Chromosome 1 - Chromasome 22
from their father.**

This means that there are **two** Chromosome 10s; a Chromosome 10 from the
mother, **and another Chromosome 10 from the father.**

Chromosome browsers only show **one set** of chromosomes, because matching
algorithms don't know if a match is matching on the mother's chromosome, or the
father’s chromosome.**

All it knows, is that there’s a match on that particular chromosome.

What you need to do, is not include the tester, **and separately compare Blue to
Green.**

This is called **Triangulation.**

When you go into the chromosome browser, press on the tester's name when it
automatically pops up.

**Their name will disappear, leaving a blank chromosome browser to compare
matches to each other.**

Type Blue’s name in the search bar, and select them.

**Everyone else you choose, will now be compared to Blue, instead of being
compared to the tester.**

You can press on the tester's name to put them back into the group.
Then type Green's name in the search bar, and select them.
Then press the blue Compare button.

**This allows you to see how a match not only matches to the tester, it also shows
how they compare to other people, all at the same time.**

If Blue does not match Green, you're most likely looking at matches on both sides at
the same time.

If Blue also matches Green in the same area on the same Chromosome, **then all 3
have the same common ancestor.**
